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“Tin Ka Ping Foundation Scholarship Scheme” and Criteria for Graduation Certificate

This year is the last year of senior secondary education for S6 students. As in previous years, the
school and teachers will make every effort to help S6 students prepare for the HKDSE Examination.
The Tin Ka Ping Foundation has established the “Tin Ka Ping Foundation Scholarship Scheme” to
commend graduates of the school who have achieved outstanding results in the HKDSE Examination,
or those who have demonstrated excellent performance in the areas of sports and arts, leadership or
service. The scholarship will be awarded to 10 students with outstanding academic results who are
able to advance their education in a public university in Hong Kong or a national key university in
China. Scholarship recipients will be awarded a certificate of recognition and a one-off scholarship of
HKS5000. The scholarship is available in two categories, namely the “Scholarship for Outstanding
Performance in the HKDSE Examination” for students with outstanding HKDSE examination results,
and the “Scholarship for Excellence in Multiple Intelligences” for students with excellent performance
in the areas of sports and arts, leadership or service (maximum 4 awards). Application for the
scholarship is open to graduates of the current school year from the release of the HKDSE Examination
results to early August. The school will inform students of the details of application after the HKDSE
Examination results are released.

Students are encouraged to set goals as early as possible, work hard on their abilities, and strive for

excellence in different areas. In the meantime, they should understand that the following criteria

must be fulfilled in order for them to be granted a graduation certificate from the school upon

completion of the S6 curriculum:

1.  Completion of the S6 curriculum, and registration for and attendance of the HKDSE Examination;

2. A passing mark (45) or above for the S6 annual average, or Level 2 or above for 5 subjects in the
HKDSE Examination (including Chinese Language and English Language);

3. Rating of fair (C-) or above for conduct and application;

4.  Absence from school not exceeding 20% of the total annual school days (school days include
regular school days, test and examination days, and all school activity days).

Students who are unable to fulfill the criteria above will be presented the school report and

testimonial only.

The coming year will be filled with challenges. We believe that every S6 student has the ability and
determination to achieve satisfactory results in the HKDSE examination. We also believe that
encouragement and support from parents is the key to students’ success.
